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In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. And this was good. And then Lucifer slipped into what was good, and with the power of suggestion, damned the human race to a life of suffering and separation from it's Creator. Even some of God's angels decided that the rule of their Creator was too harsh, and wished for space between them. And God obliged. And from this point on, a battle emerged between the forces of good and evil. Some of the fallen were even hailed as gods.
