Three members of the Humanities Graduate Program faculty will discuss their current work which focuses on interdisciplinary interpretations of the body:

Dr. Julie Kearney, Assistant Professor of English Composition and Humanities:

"Turning Inward: Writing, Consciousness, and Healing" 

Dr. Kearney examines evidence regarding the psychological and physiological benefits of writing, and explores the possible link between this evidence and the neurotransmitter serotonin. 

 

Dr. Robin Veder, Assistant Professor of Humanities and Art History/Visual Culture:

“Art Appreciation is Good for Your Health (1890-1930)"

Dr. Veder’s work examines how posture training, choreographed gestures, and breathing exercises contributed to the production, consumption, and imagery of American modern art in the period of 1890-1930. As a historian, I am trying to understand how people in a specific culture thought about and used their bodies in a particular way in that place and time.

"Expressing The Body's Perceptual Bond with the World is Necessarily Interdisciplinary"
 
Dr. Mazis’s presentation will address how thinking through how our embodying of ourselves within the world is inseparable from the world's unfolding and how that can be only grasped and expressed through our perceptually layered sensual, imaginative, memorial, kinaesthetic, synaesthetic, proprioceptive and other experiential dimensions of this bond. This multidimensional layering can only be articulated through a variety of discourses and means of expression as found in a variety of disciplines and avenues of expression as brought together in an interdisciplinary manner.
