PILF sponsors at least three fellowships
each summer, commensurate with the
funds raised during the school year by
PILE Fellowships are awarded based
on merit to students who obtain nonpaying summer work
in public interest law. Employers include governmental
agencies, nonprofit organizations with 501(c)(3) tax-
exempt status, and private firms engaged in public
interest practice. Fellows are expected to complete at least
400 hours of work with a qualifying organization during
the summer. The Millage Fellowships fund recipients for
ten weeks of full-time summer work at a competitive rate.
