He has long been an active philatelist, specializing in the postal history of Latin America . He is a Fellow of the Royal Philatelic Society, London . The mayor is executive vice president of Central Pennsylvania 4th of July, Inc., a non-profit group that stages one of the largest fireworks show in the nation on that holiday, and is immediate past president of the Torch Club of Central Pennsylvania. He is co-chair of The Partnership, a town-grown coalition against alcohol abuse, and a member of the steering committee for Greek Pride: A Return to Glory. Also at Penn State , he is a member of the Board of Visitors of the Department of Astronomy and Astrophysics, and of the Advisory Council to the Earth and Mineral Sciences Museum . Welch, 63, was named Penn State 's Renaissance Man of the Year in 2002. He has been named a Distinguished Alumnus of State College Area High School for 2006. Married for 30 years to Nadine Kofman, a free-lance writer and editor, Welch has three daughters. Jennifer is development assistant in Penn State 's College of Earth and Mineral Sciences, Jessica is a general manager of Hoag's Catering in State College , and Justine graduated summa cum laude in sociology from the University of Minnesota earlier this year. He has one-year-old grandchild, Clarissa.

She was also the recipient of the American Society of Nutritional Sciences Award in Human Nutrition in 1995, and the MERIT award from National Institute of Diabetes & Digestive & Kidney Diseases due to her exceptional research contributions. By 2001, she received the International Award for Modern Nutrition, and in 2003, she became an Honorary Member in the American Dietetic Association. Dr. Rolls has also published a well-received collection of books, including the Volumetric Weight-Control Plan: Feel Full on Fewer Calories and the Volumetric Eating Plan. She is currently serving on the editorial board of Appetite and has previously served on the editorial boards of five other medical journals. Her latest research interests have included the management of food intake, especially in relation to obesity.
