Our mission is to make a substantive contribution to the
higher education literature through the publication of high-quality research studies, scholarly papers, and literature
reviews in areas related to the university, the four-year college, and the community college. In so doing, we
provide graduate students first-hand experience with the publishing process.

The journal is distributed to over 30 higher education graduate programs nation-wide and is electronically
available, free-of-charge, at http://www.clubs.psu.edu/up/hesa/HER. Authors must be graduate students (or have
written their manuscripts while in graduate school). In the case of shared authorship, the lead author must be a
graduate student.

Submissions are accepted and reviewed year-round. Manuscripts received after the editors have made final
content decisions for a given volume will be considered for the following volume.

Types of Manuscripts Considered
Submissions should be directly relevant to postsecondary education. Higher Education in Review will consider:

Studies employing qualitative, quantitative, or mixed research methods

Literature reviews revealing critical gaps in existing research

Theoretical analyses of important issues in higher education

Reports of preliminary findings from a larger project (e.g., a thesis or dissertation)
Analyses of federal, state, or institutional policy

Examinations of historical issues in higher education

Submission Guidelines
In preparing your manuscript, please adhere to the guidelines in the Publication Manual of the American
Psychological Association (5th ed.), as well as those noted below:

o Manuscripts should not exceed 25 pages, excluding title page, abstract, tables, figures, references, and
appendices.

e Manuscripts should include an abstract of 75 to 100 words.
Authors’ names should appear only on the title page; other indications of authors’ identities should be deleted.

e Authors should include their name, institution and program name, and mailing address in the email when
submitting their manuscripts.

e Submit manuscript to HigherEducationInReview@psu.edu as a Word-compatible (e.g., .doc, .rtf) attachment.
