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Paternoville Trashcan Football Tournament Official Rules

Teams 
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 Each team will have two players who have been registered as teammates.
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 NO substitutions will be allowed. 
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 In the event that one teammate cannot play, the other will throw twice.
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 In the event that a team is not present, their opponent moves on to the next round.
Gameplay
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 Each team (of two) will line up behind two sets of two trashcans with their lids open.
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 Two footballs will be given to one team to start.
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 Each team member throws a football at the other trashcan set with the goal of landing the football inside of a trashcan, which results in the lid for that trashcan being closed.
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 The other team then throws back, and the game continues until both lids have been closed by one team.
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 The ball is dead once it hits the ground. If a ball hits the trashcan and bounces in the air, it is a live ball and can be defended.
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 A player may only defend a shot after it has bounced off the trashcan, and the player may not reach into or touch the trashcan while in the act of defending. This will result in that trashcan’s lid being closed.
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 Players must stay behind trashcans at all times except to retrieve balls ONLY after they have hit the ground
Time
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 A TEN SECOND “shot clock” will be in effect. The court manager will notify the throwing team when the shot clock begins, and will count down from THREE as the end approaches.
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 For the FIRST four rounds, a FIVE MINUTE time limit will be in effect for each game.
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 For the FINAL four rounds, a TEN MINUTE time limit will be in effect for each game.
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 The championship round will be a best-of-three match with NO time limit.
Overtime
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 If, after the time limit has been reached, no trashcans have been closed or one trashcan per team has been closed, overtime will go into effect. 
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 In overtime, one member from each team will be given a football, and they will each simultaneously throw the football at the opposite trashcans with the goal of hitting any part of the trashcan. 
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 This process will continue until one team hits a trashcan when the other misses.
