Penn State Crew Membership contract- Fall 2005
I, (print name)____________________________​​​​​​_______________, have read and understand the requirements listed below and agree to abide by these requirements during my membership with the Penn State Crew team.  

Dues, for one year of membership (2 semesters), is $450 for Varsity and $300 for Novices.  Each novice will be required to pay $25 dollars on the first day of practice for membership during the first two “trial” weeks.  If after those two weeks that novice decides to remain a member the initial $25 will be deducted from his or her membership dues. The due date for varsity dues this semester will be Friday September 2, 2005.  The due date for Novice dues for this semester will be Tuesday September 6, 2005.   If a member cannot pay the full amount on the given due date they must contact the team treasurer or vice president on or before the due date.

Important: All dues, once paid, are non-refundable.
Fundraising is a requirement for every single member of this team. Varsity team members are responsible for two football games (working during the football game at a concession stand or scanning tickets), a stadium-clean (cleaning the stadium the day after a football game) and $150 worth of fundraising each semester.  Novices are responsible for three football games and $150 worth of fundraising each semester. Novices new to the team during the spring semester are only required to earn $150 worth of fundraising.  More than enough opportunities to make this money will be provided by the fundraising officer. 

Team equipment is the property of club sports and not the crew team.  All members must have permission from a coach before using an ergometer, boat, oar, launch or any other piece of crew equipment outside of practice.

A  Swim test is required for each member before they are allowed to compete for the team or practice on the water.  This test will be administered by the team officers and coaches and will require a member to swim two laps of the pool without touching the ground, tread water for 10 minutes with clothes on, tread water for 10 minutes with clothes off (just a bathing suit), and be able to properly put on a life vest while treading.  The swim test for this semester will be held on Thursday September 8, 2005.

 The Penn State Crew Team code of conduct states that any affiliate of the Penn State Crew team (team members, parents, siblings, alumni, etc.), whether on campus or at a regatta, is expected to uphold the standards of a respectful and polite student athlete when wearing Penn State Crew paraphernalia.  The rules of conduct decided upon by club sports for each event will be respected and adhered to by all affiliates.

It is a member’s responsibility to view the Penn State Crew Team Constitution, which can be found on the webpage in its entirety.  If any member has a question about a constitutional clause, they are to ask a team officer for clarification.

Inability to fulfill any of these requirements may result in but are not limited to cash fines, member suspension from team activities, and/or member expulsion from team activities.
