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Icers’ Streak Snapped by St. Clair

halt Friday night when the Windsor St. Clair Saints handed them a 4-0 loss at the Ice Pavilion. 
 
In an out-of-league game, the No. 3 Icers (16-3-0, 16-1-0 ACHA) fell behind early to their 
Canadian opponent when Saints forward Brandon Boyko netted two goals in the first period.  
 
The Saints kept the scoring going in the second when Kyle Lang knocked in a shot 41 seconds 
into the period.  The Saints tacked on another in the third when Jesse Ouimet got a shot past 
Icers’ senior goaltender Chris Matteo who returned to the starting lineup from injury.
